Parents of Awana Clubbers:

 

     We are excited to begin our Awana (Approved Workman Are Not Ashamed-2 Tim 2:15) ministry at Edgewood Baptist Church.  We are certain that your child will enjoy his/her experiences here and will learn more about God.  Our goal is to reach boys and girls with the gospel of Christ and to train them to serve Him.  

 

     Our club will be from 6-8 pm each Wednesday night starting September 6, 2006 until our Awards Banquet on May 20, 2006.  Please drop off and pick up your child on time and we will commit to beginning and ending on time.  We will have clubs for children from 3 years old to 12th grade.  Cubby will be for children 3-5, Sparks for children K-3rd grade, Truth-in-Training for children 4th-6th grade, and Trek for children 7th - 12th grade, Journey 24/7 for older 18 years of age.  Each club will have their own schedule to follow and I have enclosed a schedule so that you will know what your child will be doing.  All clubbers will have opening assembly, game time, council/story time, handbook time, and closing ceremony.  Each of these activities is structured so that your child will not only learn of Christ but other aspects of life.  During opening assembly they will say pledges to the American Flag, Christian Flag, Awana Flag, and the Bible.  During game time they will participate in organized games and learn sportsmanship and team work. During council time they will sing praise songs, pray, learn about God's Word through our puppet ministry and skits.  They will experience adult Christians that will share their experiences and personal testimonies.  Handbook time will give each child an opportunity to work at their own pace and learn their Bible verses they have worked on at home with you.  Parents are strongly encouraged to work with their child daily so that they can learn verses and help their child to understand the verses. The best self esteem builder is for your child to come in ready to say verses and earn those awards that will be displayed on their uniform. They will be excited to show off their hard work on their uniform.  We will be planning some special theme nights and special events for our clubbers and will let you know at least a couple of weeks ahead of time.  Serving Christ can be fun and we will be showing them how.

     Each clubber will earn awards for passing sections in their handbook, competition during game time, wearing their uniform, bringing their Bible, attendance, bringing visitors, and bringing dues of .25.  Each parent is asked to contribute $30.00 which will be used to assist in the purchase of the supplies needed for your clubber this year.  Your clubber will be able to wear the same uniform until they are promoted to the next club. Please keep this in mind when ordering their uniform.  Each clubber will have an entrance booklet then will be eligible for their first Book and uniform.  Each clubber has many opportunities to earn awards and badges and finish multiple books within a year.   I have enclosed an envelope for your convenience to complete the outside and enclose a check or cash for your clubber.  Each clubber will be ready for their uniform and book at the completion of their entrance brochure.
